· Selects cannula with the smallest diameter possible to allow the greatest blood flow around the cannula.
24G: Neonates, Paediatric Elderly, (very small veins, slow flow rates.)

22G:  Paediatric, Elderly (small or fragile veins, routine infusions / maintenance fluids, for blood & blood products)

20G:  Adolescents, Adults Elderly (routine IV infusions / maintenance fluids, blood & blood products. Pre–op preparation)

18G: Adults, Adolescents (blood and blood products and other viscous components. Pre–op preparation)

16G: Adults, Maternity (large vein, high volume / rapid infusions)

	· Demonstrates correct use of PPE.

	Apply tourniquet
	· Applies the tourniquet approximately 10cm above the intended puncture site & tight enough to cause venous engorgement without cutting off arterial flow and feel slightly tight to the patient. 
· Uses single use disposable tourniquet.

	Identify suitable vein
	· Considers if the patient’s peripheral vasculature is adequate for the intended therapy. 
· Starts at a distal site so that there are veins available for subsequent cannula if required.

	Cleanse intended cannulation site
	Cleans intended puncture site with friction using up and down, back and forth strokes to remove micro-organisms.
	1

	Anchor /secure vein
	Pulls skin in a downward motion below the intended puncture site to stabilise vein and prevent rolling.
	1

	Insert IV cannula
	· Slowly inserts cannula with bevel up and at a suitable angle.
· Checks for flashback prior to advancing the whole device.
· Releases tourniquet completely.
· Occludes vein and secures device while removing needle/stylet.
· Attaches appropriate injection port/extension set.
	1

	Check IV line patency
	· Flushes line with 0.9% sodium chloride and checks for pain, swelling, etc.
· Clamps line while flushing final ml of 0.9% sodium chloride (if applicable)
	1

	Apply PIVL dressing
	· Applies sterile semipermeable dressing over insertion site.
· Ensures insertion site is visible for future assessment / visualisation.
· Documents date on dressing.
	1

	Provide patient education
	Provides information regarding care of PIVL and reasons to contact clinician.
	1

	Dispose of equipment and sharps
	Discards sharps and equipment as per local policy.
